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With deepest sorrow we announce the death of Past Grand Patron Brother Ivan I. Taylor, on Wednesday, June 4, 2008, in Mackay, Idaho. Services were held Saturday, June 7th at the Mackay Masonic Lodge.
Brother Ivan was born at White Knob, Idaho on August 2, 1918. He entered the Civilian Conservation Corp at sixteen and served one year. Ivan entered the military in May 1942 and was honorably discharged in October 1945 as a Master Sergeant. He was awarded the Soldier’s Medal, Bronze Star, Good Conduct Medal and four campaign stars. Five years later Brother Ivan was called back to duty and served in the Korean War. Mining was his passion and he spent most of his life as a hard rock miner.

He also served as Mayor of Mackay, in many other civic organizations and recently, the Lost Rivers Medical Hospital Foundation.
