During the summer of 2008, the Idaho Historical Society put on a truly spectacular exhibit, entitled Brotherhood – Freemasonry’s Mark on Idaho, which was a first in the state and probably in the nation. The event was not only publicized locally, but nationally as well by the MSA, York Rite and Scottish Rite Bodies. Attendance was very good, including visitors from across the United States and around the world.

The exhibit was a huge success! Thousands of visitors to the museum came away with a much improved image of Freemasonry. The positive impacts will probably be enjoyed by all of the lodges in our jurisdiction in one way or another for a long time to come.

However, there is a problem area. The expected cost, by the time the exhibit is dismantled and the artifacts returned, is about $32,500. As of Grand Lodge 2008, the museum had received only $6,800 in grants and donations. Some significant donations have been made since then, but the deficit is still well over $20,000. This does not include salaries for personnel. These figures are for research costs, travel, construction materials, hired labor, mannequins, panel production and artifact collection and return.


I am appealing to Lodges and Brethren of the Idaho Jurisdiction to contribute what they can to the Museum. I have addressed this problem with the Idaho Masonic Family Alliance, and the organizations represented there have expressed a willingness to help as well. Note that all contributions by individuals are tax deductible.
